11/91  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
1)  Planning Applications - 34A Tarvin Road – Crown Clean 2 Beech and 4 Sycamore and Felling of 2 Sycamore -  Members discussed the recent felling of  trees and issues that had arisen over residents not being aware of what was happening.  It was suggested that the Parish Council obtain a copy of a plan showing Tree Preservation Orders in the Parish and Tree Warden Mr S Mageean be invited to the next Meeting.

2)  Grit Bins – the Clerk reported he had conducted the required survey of residents of Stamford Court and Broadmead to find out whether the residents made use of the facility.  9 out of the 16 houses in Broadmead and 6 out of the 25 houses in Stamford Court indicated they would make use of grit if provided.  The Clerk reported that whilst he was visiting the area to conduct the survey he noted that both grit bins were full.

11/99  ANY OTHER BUSINESS
1)  A51/A55 Roundabout – concern was expressed about the new traffic lights on the roundabout.  Why operating all day and night?  Confining their operation to peak times would be far more efficient.  Problems also occurring with traffic backing up.  Yellow boxes were needed.
2) Littleton Lane – Hole – there was a large hole where a trench excavated for gas works had subsided.
3)  Traffic on Littleton Lane – it appeared that many people were using Littleton Lane as a way of avoiding the new Sainsbury’s roundabout as they found the new arrangements intimidating.  This was not helped by the narrow lanes on the roundabout which were too tight for lorries.

5)  Boundary Review – it was noted with concern that as part of the proposals Littleton would fall under Winsford.

6)  Littleton Hall – Light Pollution – concern was expressed about the level of light pollution arising from this property which was lit up all night like a hotel.

7)  Vicars Cross Nursery Site – it was noted with some concern that the gate to this property was down and this might encourage encroachment.
