07/56  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

1)  A51Tarvin Road/Littleton Lane/Hare Lane Junction – Councillor Bailey reported that he was arranging a meeting with the County Engineer to discuss concerns about the safety of the junction but suggested that a representative of the CES be invited to the next meeting of the Parish Council.  This was welcomed.
2)  Planning – 53 Tarvin Road – Timber Outbuilding – The Clerk was asked to contact Councillor Parker to see what progress had been made in this matter.
3)  The Mast – Councillor Bailey reported that the technical operative at T Mobile dealing with the reduction of the height of the mast from 37.5m to 30m had left the company.  This had delayed matters but now a replacement had been appointed.  T Mobile were under intense pressure from the City Council to reduce the height of the mast as agreed.

5)  Littleton Signs – these were still obscured by trees etc and the Clerk was asked to take this matter up with the County Engineer.

6) New Model Code of Conduct – Members signed the latest forms of Undertaking which would be sent to the Monitoring Officer at the City Council.
7)  Vandalism – Councillor Stockdale reported on the current situation.  Residents had received a letter from the Housing Trust suggesting that should any more vandalism occur then they be informed as well as the police.  Things were quiet at the present time.
8)  Obstruction of Footpath on Tarvin Road – it was reported that the police regarded the large vans parked on the pavement not to be an obstruction due to the width of the footpath on that side of Tarvin Road.  It was noted, however, that letters from the Parish Council dissuading people from parking in this way had met with some success in the past.
9)  Footpath from A51 to Fir Tree Lane – the Clerk reported that the matter had been considered by the CCC Rights of Way Committee on 27 July 2007 where it had been agreed that an Order be made to modify the Definitive Map.  A Public Notice would be issued and, in the event of there being no objections, the Order would be duly confirmed.

07/64   ANY OTHER BUSINESS
1)   The Vicars Cross – Councillor Brodie reported that he had given details of the size and weight of the cross to the Structural Engineer who would be producing the drawing for the planning application.  Members noted, however, that the Rugby Club sign was still in situ where the cross was to be located and it was agreed to ask Councillor Stuart Parker to pursue its removal.

2)  Membership of Parish Council – it was with regret that the Parish Council received the resignation of Councillor Gail Carroll who was moving out of the area.  The Chairman thanked her for the valuable contribution she had made to the work of the Parish Council.

3)  Vicars Cross Lights – Councillor Hilary Davies was concerned that the camera on the junction was not facing the right way to catch motorists jumping the lights, especially from the direction of Sainsburys and turning right onto the A51.  The Clerk was asked to contact the County Engineer about this.

4)  83 Tarvin Road – the Parish Council had previously expressed concerns about overdevelopment of this property and now noted that the Water Board was having to install a larger service pipe to the house.

5)  A51 – the Parish Council discussed the deterioration of the road surface and white lining around the roundabout and raised the issue of the need for a filter lane routing outward bound traffic onto the A55.  They also raised concerns about how difficult it was for pedestrians to cross the busy A51.  The Clerk was asked to raise these issues with the County Engineer.
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
