08/13  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

1)  The Vicars Cross – Councillor Brodie reported that a precise and acceptable location for the cross had been arrived at.  This had been agreed by the County Engineer and the City Planning Enforcement Officer had confirmed that the monument was regarded as a Permitted Development.  As the Parish Council already had a Licence to locate the cross in that locality there was now no impediment to getting the site works in train.  Accordingly the Clerk was instructing the contractors to proceed.  This news was warmly welcomed by the Parish Council
2)  Vicars Cross Lights – Councillor Hilary Davies had raised the issue of light sequencing in relation to traffic flows that had increased as a result of the closure of Hoole Road Bridge.  It appeared some adjustments had been made and traffic was flowing through in a satisfactory manner.

3)  Littleton Lane – Councillor Anne Stockdale reported that the repairs to the By-Pass had been more effective than some previous attempts as the holes had not re-appeared.  In addition, the sign that had been damaged had been repaired.

4)  Bus Shelters – Further to the report tabled by Councillor Lyon at the previous meeting on the requirement for bus shelters on Tarvin Road, City Councillor Parker reported he had spoken to the County Engineering Service who had stated they would be able to look at a case for 2-3 shelters on Tarvin Road.  
It was agreed that 4 shelters be requested ie. adjacent to 11 Tarvin Road/Littleton Lane; adjacent to 8 Tarvin Road; adjacent to The Little Chef and adjacent to Park Lane.

08/21   ANY OTHER BUSINESS

1)  A51 Tarvin Road – Traffic – Councillor Lyon referred to his report on A51 Highways Issues.  It was hoped that some action would soon be taken by the authorities, especially with regard to the A51 Tarvin Road/Littleton Lane/Hare Lane junction and guiding lines on the roundabout which were issues that were of concern to the Parish Council.
2) Public Right of Way –  It was reported that the PROW running from beside 34 Tarvin Road to Fir Tree Lane had been laid with chippings and in effect a long drive had been created opening on to the main road as a new vehicular access. There were also concerns about the height of the fence alongside the footpath. Prior to this the access was via Fir Tree Lane at the back.  This was being investigated by the Footpaths Officer who would carryout a land registry search to ascertain the extent of the property (Fir Tree Cottage) i.e. if they owned the track.  However, if they did not own the land the track passed over, they may still have a private to use the route.  He was proposing to contact the owners, asking them for evidence to prove the fact.  A further report would be made to the next meeting of the Parish Council.

08/22  OPEN FORUM

1)  A51 – Traffic Noise – Mr C Morley raised the issue of tyre noise on the A51 which was of acceptable levels when the road was resurfaced but has deteriorated since.  It was suggested that the County Engineer be requested to clean the road.

2)  Christleton Post Office – there was a general discussion about the implications of the closure of the Post Office and the various schemes proposed to continue some kind of service.
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
