10/71  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

10/72  MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

10/73  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

1) Rugby Club Use of Parish Field – the Clerk reported that the planning application in relation to CRUFC’s use of the Parish Council field was in train.  There was still some doubt whether their use of the Parish Field was via a sub-let by the tenant and the Clerk was asked to write to him to clarify the matter.  Mr Morley also pointed out that the adjoining field, not owned by the Parish Council, was also used extensively by the Rugby Club, and therefore also required planning permission for a change of use.  He also referred to the theft of items, including a lawnmower, from several properties near to the field.
Action:  Clerk to write to Cllr Kirk.
2)  Overgrowing Vegetation – it was reported that the foliage overgrowing the Littleton Hall pavement was still obstructed in places by a hedge.  The Clerk confirmed that the local authority had issued a notice to the owners of the property and action by them was awaited.  Members also discussed the high level of illumination arising from the property.
Action:  Clerk to chase up to Highways
10/74  ROAD ISSUES
Cheshire West and Chester Council had informed the Parish Council of impending roadworks on the A41 and the diversions required through the surrounding countryside which included Christleton and Littleton.  Members acknowledged that the diversions would cause problems in the locality and were disappointed by the last minute nature of the notification of the works to both themselves and the wider community.
The impact of heavy traffic on the A51 was discussed with particular reference to the homes bordering the road.  It was suggested that should any householder be having problems with cracks etc resulting from the vibration of HGVs etc they should use their insurers to put pressure on the local authority.  It was believed that the contractors had been given four months to repair the road.

10/80   ANY OTHER BUSINESS

1)  Traffic Survey – Members received a report about the findings of the road survey as outlined at the recent meeting of the Gowy Forum.   Apparently, whilst there was a perception that Christleton suffered as a “rat run” there was no evidence to support this.  However, it did highlight the number of cars using the A51/Littleton Lane junction, a situation of concern to Littleton Parish Council.
Members went on to discuss the A51 traffic and felt that a possible new approach would be to help organise a petition on line to pressure CW&C to take action on the road.  As a significant number of signatures would be required for this it was suggested that a joint approach with the other Councils along the A51 would be needed and this could be put to Middlewich Town Council who had contacted Littleton PC about the road recently.
