1)  Bus Shelters – The Clerk reported that the County Engineer would be contacting Councillors Davies and Lyon imminently in relation to the positioning of the bus shelters on Tarvin Road. 
2) Road Crossings –  Councillor Lyon suggested that it was time to take some forthright action in relation to the growing hazard to people trying to cross the road.  This applied particularly to the young and vulnerable.  One suggestion was that a petition be organised and that the profile of the problem be raised with the local press.  In the meantime the Clerk was asked to contact the County Engineer to press for some action about the junction improvement and the traffic count.
3)  Tarvin Road - Pot Hole – the Clerk was asked to chase up the County Engineer with regard to the pot hole that had appeared adjacent to “Silver Howe”.

08/43   TRAFFIC IN CHRISTLETON 
Members received representatives from the Christleton Village Traffic Action Group with whom they discussed the problems of traffic volume and speed in the area.
It was explained that a speed gun initiative in respect of Plough Lane had led to a groundswell of opinion that there was a problem with all five roads that brought traffic into and through Christleton that needed to be tackled.  A public meeting was held last November and a questionnaire circulated to everyone in the inner village.  They felt it was important to ensure any policy that emerged reflected the majority view and check that people could live with any proposed solutions.

It was acknowledged that both Littleton and Christleton were interlinked as they suffered from the same traffic.  Thus a joint approach might carry more weight.
